It has recently been reported to us that a Pitts Special $-2B manufactured in 1987 by
Christen Industries, Inc. suffered a rapid loss of engine oil and an off airport landing due to
blockage of the Qil Breather Yent al the rear of the aircrafl with ice.

Although the aircsalt is prohibited from flying in known or [orecast icing conditions this
Service Dulletin requires all owners to ensure that the 0il Breather Tube located on the forward
side of the firewall is pulled forward sulficiently to insure that the sccondary breather hole is
exposed lo allow pressure release in the event of blockage by ice of the Lail outlet of the breather
tube (see illustration).

The company is investigaling a more convenient solution but no problem will exist il the
breather hose is positioned forward of the secondary breather hole to prevenl any pressure

buildup in the breather sysiem.
